The question that asked in the Referendum was: 
‘Do you want Newark and Sherwood District Council to use the Neighbourhood Plan for Southwell to help it 

decide planning applications in the neighbourhood area?’ 
 

The total number of ballot papers counted was 1461 
The total number of votes cast in favour of YES was 1351 
The total number of votes cast in favour of NO was 109 

 
The numbers of ballot papers rejected were as follows: - 

a) does not bear the official mark 0 
b) votes given for more candidates than voter was entitled to 0 
c) written or marked by which the voter can be identified 0 
d) being unmarked or void for uncertainty 1
